INSTALLATION 
Install Family Tree Maker 2009 
After installation you choose to enter your data from “scratch”, or import your data from an existing 
file/database.  Data can be imported from: 

�  FTM V5.0 & newer 
�  GEDCOM 
�  Personal Ancestral File (PAF) 
�  Legacy Family Tree 
�  The Master Genealogist 

 

 
 
Before we create a file, let’s look at the “parts” of Family Tree Maker.  Then, as we create our data, we’ll look 
at these parts in detail. 
 
There are seven workspaces in Family Tree Maker. 
 
 1.  Plan  3.  Places  5.  Sources  7.  Web Search 
 2.  People  4.  Media  6.  Publish 
 

 
 
Each of these sections also has the “menu” on the top left and various icons on the far right. 



 
1. PLAN WORKSPACE 
 
There are 2 tabs. 

�  NEW TREE TAB – this is where you start a new tree, or import information from an existing 
file/database. 

�  CURRENT TREE TAB – This is where you see tasks (that you have defined) related to the current tree.
